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[Course Guide]

This route consists of trips to two islands, Ikitsuki
Island and Hirado Island.

The Ikitsuki Island trip will head northwest from
the town of Himosashi and as guests walk
through the countryside they will be able to enjoy
the holy sites and settlements of Hirado's
Christians.

Guests will see terraced rice fields at every turn as
making the way to the Mt. Yasuman observatory
at Tainohana Park. After an opportunity to pay
your respects to the holy sites and settlements in
Hirado (Kasuga Village and Mt. Yasumanl, which
are part of the “Churches and Christian Sites in
Nagasaki,” Guests will press on towards Ikitsuki
Island. Guests will depart Tachiura and cut
vertically across Ikitsuki Island. With the statue of
Daigyoran Kanon, the god that prays for safety in
fishing, in the backeround guests will progress on
towards the Yamada Church, which is thick with
historical significance surrounding the hidden
Christians. In the western portion of the island,
there are many stunning lava formations, such as
the Shiodawara Cliffs.

The other available course also starts from the
town of Himosashi but heads northeast into the
city. The views of the terraced rice fields spread
out on the mountainsides on Hirado Island are
both culturally interesting and auite beautiful. Also,
the views from the park at Kawachi Mountain
Pass, which is the face Saikai National Park, are
also wonderful to behold.
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@Mt. Yasuman/This mountain is 534 meters
tall and is expected to be registered as a World
Heritage Site. On the summit is a garden path
for guests to walk and enjoy the rich virgin
forest.

The sky-blue
color of the bridge matches beautifully with the
color of the sea.
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B®Green Tea/Hirado is the birthplace of
Japanese tea. This tea is known for its
refreshing aroma and deep flavor.
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About Kyushu Nature Trail

The Kyushu Nature Trail winds through all seven
prefectures of Kyushu, allowing you to experience
its rich nature, history and culture through each of
the four seasons.

Within Nagasaki prefecture, the route runs from
Kuchinotsu Port on the southernmost extreme of
the Shimabara Peninsula to Mt. Unzen, before
passing through Nagasaki city and up the length
of Nishisonogi. From there the trail encompasses
Saikai bridge and Saga prefecture’s Kurinoki pass.
Another course runs through the Goto
Archipelago, Hirado, Ikitsukijima Island and the
Kitamatsuura Peninsula to Kurinoki pass. Both are
long-distance courses which together make a trail
of around 460km.
